A�Water�Conclave�was�organised�by�Vanam�India�
Foundation,� Palladam� in� collaboration� with�
Tarun�Bharat�Sangh�represented�by�its�Founder�
Dr.� Rajendra� Singh� and� the� Indian� Peninsular�
River�Basin�Council�originating�from�the�Western�
Ghats�represented�by�Mr.�Prakash�Rao,�Chairman�
of� Telangana� Water� Resources� Corporation�
Limited�on�19th�December�2021�at�Vanalayam.�

The�objective�of�the�Conclave�was�to�form�Core�
Committees� for� each� of� the� rivers� originating�
from� the�Western�Ghats� like� Krishna,� Godavari,�
Cauvery,� Palar,� Thamirabarani,� Noyyal� etc,.�
Several� Core� Committees� formed� earlier� have�

started�initiating�action�to�rejuvenate�and�restore�
their� rivers.� Dr.� Rajendra� Singh� in� his� speech�
expressed� his� deep� anguish� over� the� appalling�
condition�of� the�Peninsular� rivers� and� compared�
them�to�a�Mother�in�an�ICU.�He�appealed�to�all�the�
eco� conscious� participants� of� the� Conclave� to�
perform�their�duty�of�taking�care�of�their�Mother�
and�nurse�her�back�to�good�health.�He�announced�
the� formation� of� Noyyal� River� Parliament� and�

Water Resource Management

Bharathiar� University:� The� inaugural� pooja� to�
start�the�desilting�work�for�the�pond�inside�the�
campus�of�Bharathiar�University�was�held�on�4th�
October.� The� pooja� was� conducted� in� the�
presence� of� Vice� Chancellor� of� BU� -� Prof� Dr� P�
Kaliraj,�Shri�Saravana�Kumar�-�Former�Dean�of�AU,�
Coimbatore� and� Syndicate�member� of� BU� and�
members�of�Siruthuli.�Cleaning�work�inside�the�
water� spread�area�has�been�completed.�Bunds�
were�created�in�the�Northern�and�Southern�sides.�
Pre�desilting�drone�shoot�was�also�done.�

Vadakudipatty�Kanmai:�Siruthuli� in�collaboration�with�AMM�
Foundation�and�Parry�Nutraceuticals�will�be�working�to�desilt�
waterbodies� in� Sivagangai� district� primarily� to� improve� the�
groundwater� percolation� thus� improving� the� ground� water�
level� across� the�district.� As� the�first� step,� Periya�Kanmai� and�
Vadakudipatti�Kanmai�will�be�desilted.�The�inaugural�pooja�to�
start�work�was� performed� on� 8th�October� 2021.� It�was�well�
attended� by� Thiru.� P.� Madhusudhan� Reddy,� Collector� of�
Sivagangai� District,� Mr.� S.� Ramakrishnan,� Unit� Head-
Nutraceuticals� division� (Oonaiyur),� Mr.� H.� Narayanan,� Chief�
Executive� -AMM� Foundation� and� Mr.� B.� Saravanan,� Chief�
Coordinator-�Siruthuli�along�with�members�of�Siruthuli�and�the�
local�community.

Desilting�was�done�upto�1m�depth�and�the�excavated�earth�
was�used� to� strengthen� the�Eastern�bund�and� to� create� the�
Western�bund.�The�work�has�currently�been�kept�on�hold�due�to�
the�incessant�rains�and�water�logging�within�the�water�bodies.

Kumaran� Kuttai:� Pipes� were� laid� to� divert� the� surface�
runoff�water� from� the� surrounding� farmlands� into� the�
water�bodies�at�Kumaran�Kuttai.�The�pipe�laying�was�done�
on�11th�November�2021.

An� Open� Space� Rain� Water� Harvesting� Structure� was�
constructed� on� Kannapiran� Mill� Road� after� receiving�
permission�from�Coimbatore�Corporation�officials�of�the�
Drinking�water�supply�department.�The�structure�has�the�
capability�to�recharge�1.7�million�litres�of�water�every�year.��

Field�visits�were�made�to�various�sites�and�a�drone�shoot�
was�also�done�to�document�the�water�collection�in�the�
water�bodies�during�the�monsoon�season.�



Forests�are�the�indicators�of�water�and�climate�security�and�their�conservation�ensures�protection�of�the�
forest�biota�and�ecosystem�functions.�A�healthy�forest�signifies�the�well�being�of�the�entire�eco-chain.�
Forests�are�crucial�as� it�provides�many�benefits� like�regulating�water�flow,�sequestering�carbon�and�
nurturing�biodiversity.�Forests�are�the�sink�and�reservoirs�of�Carbon,�thus�critical�in�adaptation�to�climate�
change.�

Human-Elephant�conflict�is�an�often�heard�word�in�Coimbatore�and�man-animal�death�is�also�a�common�
occurrence,�being�on�the�foothills�of�the�thickly-forested�Western�Ghats.� �Whenever�a�wild�elephant�
strays�into�human�habitation,�the�normal�course�of�action�is�to�guide�it�back�into�the�forest,�or�reunite�it�
with�its�herd.�The�crushing�reality�is�that�the�animal�is�large,�social,�intelligent,�and�a�nomad,�and�has�to�
co-exist�with�humans�-�the�most�dangerous�of�all�species.�Man-animal�conflict�happens�when�humans�
forget�to�acknowledge�these�traits.��The�elephant�and�other�animals�need�lot�of�food�and�water.�One�of�
the�most�effective�ways�to�control�man�animal�conflict�is�by�providing�waterholes�for�the�animals�within�
the�forests.

Through�partnership�and�collaboration�among�all�stakeholders,�we�could�support�and�strengthen�our�
efforts�in�this�ʻJourney�of�Sustainable�Forestryʼ.�Siruthuli�along�with�the�forest�department�identified�a�
few�check�dams�that�have�gone�dry�due�to�excessive�silting�and�damage�to�the�storage�structures.�These�
check� dams� were� fully� silted� with� sand� and� water� retention� capacity� had� reduced� to� nil� or� zero.�
Overgrowth�of�bushes�surrounding�the�water�spread�area�and�in�addition�the�damaged�condition�of�the�
surplus�weir�meant�no�water�could�get�stored�in�it.�

The�total�cost�to�rejuvenate�and�strengthen�6�Check�dams�was�estimated.�Bosch�came�forward�with�the�
financial�support�as�part�of�their�CSR�initiative�towards�their�̒ Sustainable�forest�enhancement�programʼ.�
Work�commenced�in�the�following�six�locations

The�present�monsoons�have�brought� in�a�bountiful� inflow.�All� the� six� check�dams�are�holding�and�
enabling�a�quick�percolation�of�water� that� recharges�the�aquifers�and�also�holds�water� for� the�wild�
animals�and�support�growth�of�flora�around�it�that�serves�as�fodder�for�these�animals..

Devayampalayam�as�the�name�suggests�
is�an�abode�of�the�Devas�situated�in�the�
foothills� of� the� Western� Ghats.� It� � is� a�
quiet�but�vibrant�village�in�Gudalur�Town�
Panchayat,� Perianaickenpalayam� -�
primarily�an�agrarian�based�village�next�
t o � a � bu s y � i ndu s t r i a l � t ownsh ip .�
Continuous� failure� of� monsoons� and�
inadequate�water�storage�capacity�in�the�
adjacent�water�bodies�led�to�an�erosion�
of� farming� activities.� A� string� of� check�
dams�built�several�decades�ago�indicates�
the� potential� of� the� region� to� receive�
water.

It� was� very� interesting� to� note� the�
historical�significance�of�the�check�dam.�
Sri� P� Kakkan,� a� Congress� leader� and� a�
Minister� under� Shri� Kamaraj� and� Shri�
Bhaktavatsalam,�Govt�of�Tamil�Nadu�laid�
the�foundation�stone�for�the�Check�Dam�
in�1964.�The�dam�has�served�the�interests�
of� the�people�of�Devayamplayam�since�
then.�

The�village�surrounding�the�check�dam�is�
about � 370� acres . � The� farmers � of�
D e v a y a m p a l a y a m � c u l t i v a t e�
approximately� 200� acres� of� land.�
Approximately30%�of�the�people�in�the�
village�depend�on�agriculture.�The�crops�
grown�here�are�banana,�tomato,�brinjal,�
mint,� coconut,� green� leafy� vegetables,�
coriander,�fodder�for�livestock�and�so�on.�
Agriculture� in� this� area� depends� on�
about�20�open�wells�and�100�borewells�
that�are�850-1000�ft.�deep�which�in�turn�

depend� on� the� health� of� the� water�
bodies�in�and�around�the�check�dams.
�Over�a�period�of�time,�with�silt�getting�
deposited� slowly� and� steadily� in� the�
water�bodies,�all�the�chances�of�ground�
water�enhancement�came�to�a�grinding�
halt.�The�locals�knocked�on�all�possible�
doors�to�help�restore�the�water�bodies�
to�no�avail.

Wild� animals� in� the� adjoining� reserve�
forests�also�suffered�grossly�when�their�
water�holes�were�lost.�The�result�-�they�
started� moving� into� the� village� in�
search� of� water� and� in� the� process�
destroying�crops�which�were�grown�in�
spite�of�the�water�challenges.

Mr� Sreenivasan, � a � local � farmer,�
contacted� Siruthuli� and� requested�
assistance� to� restore� the� water� body.�
W h e n � t h e � t e am � fi r s t � v i s i t e d�
Devayampalayam,�the�check�dam�was�
in�a�heavily�silted�condition.�We�had�to�
go� through� old� records� to� even� get�
convinced�that�there�was�a�water�body�
in�existence.�The�only�evidence�was�the�
check� dam� which� was� also� in� a�
deplorable�state.
�
After� interacting�with� the� farmers,�we�
understood�that�this�check�dam�could�
supply�adequate�water�all�year�through�
t o � a r o u n d � 7 0 � f a r m s � i n � t h e�
neighborhood�.�If�the�dam�was�desilted,�
it�could�serve�2�very�critical�purposes�-�
Store� precious� rain� water� (which�was�



otherwise�flowing�towards�a�sewage�drain�in�
Perianaickenpalayam� and� getting� polluted)�
to� increase� the� ground� water� levels� in� the�
area,�Resolve�man-animal�conflicts.�

It� was� providential� that� M/s� Bosch� were�
looking�for�a�water�related�project�as�part�of�
their�CSR� initiative.�When�we�presented� the�
project� proposal� to� them� they� immediately�
came�forward�to�sponsor�the�work.�
�
For� the�desilting�process,� after� obtaining� all�
the�necessary�permissions,�an�inaugural�Pooja�
was� held� on� 4th� October� 2021.� The� local�
farmers�of�the�region�participated�in�the�Pooja�
in� big� numbers� along� with� members� from�
Siruthuli.�Seeing�so�many�people�attend�the�
event� itself� gave�us� the� confidence� that�we�
had� made� a� wise� decision.They� were� very�
excited�about�the�new�project�and�promised�
their�whole�hearted�support.

Scope�of�de-silting�work-
-�Desilting�and�increasing�the�storage�capacity�
-�Repairing�and�restoring�the�Check�Dam
-�Cleaning�the�Inlet�channels
-�Restore�the�surplus�channel�up�to�1.5�kms

§ 33� staggered� trenches� were� made� in� the�
inlet�channel�which�will�reduce�the�speed�of�
the� flow� and� minimize� flooding� during� a�
sudden�downpour.� This�will� ensure�better�
percolation�into�the�ground.�

§ The� volume� of� storage� capacity� has�
increased� from� 0� to� 13,247� cu.m.� The�
average�depth�has�increased�by�3�m.�Due�to�
this,� the� check� dam� is� now� capable� of�

holding�13.2�million�litres�of�water.�
§ Repairs� were� made� to� the� surplus�
weir�to�ensure�water�was�not�lost�due�
to�leakage.�

§ The� check� dam� also� received� a�
whitewash�which�makes� it� look� like�
new.

And� then� Nature� stepped� in� -� in� the�
form� of� generous� showers.� Though�
unprecedented� rains� brought� much�
cheer�to�all�of�us,�it�also�revealed�how�
thirsty� Mother� Earth� was.� She� kept�
drinking� all� the� water� that� the� skies�
devolved�on�Her.�Fortunately�the�rains�
kept� coming� again� and� again.� The�
water�body�has�started�to�fill�up.�

Every� drop� of� sweat� that�was� infused�
into�this�project�was�worth�it�when�we�
saw�the� jubilation�on� the� faces�of� the�
l o ca l � peop l e . � I t � wa s � a � doub l e�
celebration�of�Diwali�for�all�of�them.�It�is�
heartening�to�hear�them�say�that�they�
will�plant�trees�along�the�bund�and�take�
care�of� the�dam�as� their�own� -�which�
certainly� is� their� own.� With� the� inlet�
channels� storing� more� water,� we� are�
hoping� that� the�man-animal� conflicts�
will�also�reduce�considerably�bringing�
hope�and�cheer�to�the�beneficiaries.�It�is�
with�pride�and�elation�that�we�dedicate�
the� water� body� to� the� inhabitants� of�
Devayampalayam.

Bharathiyar�University:�
The�board�placed�at�Bharathi�
Vanam�was�damaged�by�the�
elephants.� Along� with� this�
they� have� been� repeatedly�
causing�damage�to�the�water�
supply�lines�in�the�plantation.�

Keeping�memories�alive:�Our�guide�and�mentor�
Dr� APJ� Kalam� sirʼs� birthday� on� 15th� October�
2021� was� as� usual� laced� with� tree� planting�
activities� in� several� places.� The� members� of�
Siruvani�Vizhuthugal�paid�their�respects�to�the�
Naval� tree� planted� by� Dr.� Kalam� on� his� 80th�
birthday�on�the�banks�of�Nandangarai.�The�tree�
continues�to�inspire�and�energise�us�to�take�up�
more�and�more�eco�conservation�initiatives�to�
make� Coimbatore� region� a� “water� surplus”�
region�as�blessed�by�the�great�soul.

Vasantha� Nagar� Reserve� Site:� A� tree�
planting�at�Vasanth�Nagar�Reserve�Site�

2021� upon� a� request� from� Dr.� David�
Rajan,�Chairman�and�MD�-�Ortho�One�and�
the� local� residents.� The� event�was�well�
attended� by� Siruthuli� family� members�
along�with�the�local�residents.�A�total�of�
261� saplings� of� 31� native� varieties� like�
Palasu,� Pavala� Malli,� Mahilam,� Vilvam,�
Sivakondrai,�Kolanji�etc,.�were�planted.

CRPF�Campus:�Drip�irrigation�work�for�7670�pits�near�hospital�site,�
2340�pits� at�SOS�mess,�690�pits� in�admin�area�and�240�pits� at�
officers� quarters� area� were� completed� in� October� 2021.� 7670�
saplings�were�planted�near� the�hospital�area�and�690�saplings�
were�planted�in�the�Admin�area�in�October�2021.�Drip�lines�that�
were�damaged� in� the�admin�block�area�and�hospital� site� area�
because�of�the�entry�of�the�elephants�have�been�rectified.�A�total�
of� 2340� saplings� were� planted� at� the� SOS� mess� site� during�
November�2021.�Overall�19819�saplings�have�been�planted�so�far.�

Seed�collection�activity�was�carried�out�at�Gandhi�School�on�1st�
October�2021.

SPB�Vanam:�A�project�that�was�initiated�on�10th�
December�2020�as�a� tribute� to� the�memory�of���
Padma�Vibhushan�Shri�SP�Balasubrahmanyam�at�
Pachapalayam�has�added�not�only�biodiversity�
but�also�an�emotional�value�to�the�locality.

What�started�off�with�74�saplings�of�21�varieties�
in�December�2020�has�now�been�expanded�into�
more�than�650�saplings�of�40�varieties�today�with�
plans�to�plant�another�1000�saplings�very�soon.

We�would�like�to�thank�the�Panchayat�President�
Smt� Shanthi� Prasad,� Shri� Prasad� and� other�
Council�members� of� the� Panchayat,� President,�
Office�Bearers�and�members�of�Officersʼ�Colony,�
benevolent� sponsors, � MNREGA� workers,�
volunteers�and�team�Siruthuli�who�have�toiled�
relentlessly�to�make�the�Vanam�a�fitting�tribute�
to�the�great�soul.

Mother�Nature�has�constantly�been�blessing�this�
place� with� showers� at� regular� intervals� even�
when�it�was�not�raining�in�the�adjacent�areas.�We�
firmly�believe�that�the�soul�of�Shri�SPB�is�resting�
peacefully�inside�the�Vanam�and�singing�along�
with� the� birds� which� have� already� started�
making�it�their�home.

A�total�of�334�pits�have�been�dug�up�at�this�site�to�
add� more� plants� in� this� Vanam.� 65� Bamboo�
saplings�were�planted�on�22nd�November�2021.�
On�16th�November�2021�an�event�was�held�at�
t he � p l an ta t i on � s i t e � t o � p l an t � t r ee s � t o�
commemorate� the� birthdays� of� our� Apex�
members.�Manure�was�added�to�the�saplings�to�
facilitate�better�growth.�

KCPL,�Karumathampatty:�
The�plantation�work�at�KCPL�was�
completed�on�30th�October�2021.�
A� total� of� 569� saplings� of� 14�
varieties�have�been�planted.�
